A. Xcel Energy Proposal for a Substation on the parcel in the southwest quadrant of Neal Avenue and 40th 24 

Street 25

Moorse indicated Xcel Energy is proposing to locate a substation on the parcel in the southwest quadrant of Neal 27 

Avenue and 40th Street.  There is an existing farm access driveway that is proposed to be used to access the site 28 

from 40th Street.  Due to steep slopes on both sides of the driveway, the substation proposal will involve an 29 

application for a variance for grading to widen the driveway to enable delivery of the equipment and materials 30 

needed for the construction of the substation.   31

Representatives of Xcel Energy outlined the substation proposal.  They outlined the need for the substation and the 33 

benefits to Afton, including reliability of power.   34 

 35 

Several residents whose properties are in close proximity to the proposed substation location expressed concerns 36 

regarding the impact of the substation on their properties and on the natural character of the area.  They also 37 

indicated an electrical substation is commonly located in the path of future development so that it is existing when 38 

the development comes.  Due to the current and planned low development density in Afton, the substation is not 39 

needed for Afton development, but rather is needed for development in Woodbury and Cottage Grove.  The 40 

substation should be located in one of those cities.   41
