 The Council discussed with the City Engineer the need to replace the sanitary sewer lines on River Road 21 

and how the decision to exclude the replacement of these sewer lines from the downtown project was 22 

made.    The Council also discussed options and costs to replace the River Road sewer lines. 23

 Todd Hubmer provided a Downtown Project financial update, including the financing needed to repay the 25 

temporary bonds that were used to provide cash flow for the Downtown Project.  The Council discussed 26 

whether the bond issue necessary to repay the temporary bonds should be increased by $350,000 to fund 27 

the replacement of the River Road sewer lines. 28
