1. THE MEETING WAS CALLED TO ORDER at 7:00 P.M. by Mayor Bend.
2. THE PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE — was recited.
3. ROLL CALL: Council Members Nelson, Ross, Richter, Palmquist and Mayor Bend. Quorum Present.

ALSO PRESENT: City Attorney Fritz Knaak, City Engineer Diane Hankee, Planning Commission Chair
Barbara Ronningen, City Administrator Ron Moorse and Deputy Clerk Kim Swanson Linner. City Accountant,
Tom Niedzwiecki, joined the meeting in progress.

4. APPROVAL OF AGENDA —

A. Agenda for the Regular City Council Meeting of March 15, 2016 — Item 7B, Jim Bougie, Finance
Committee Report was deleted. Item 9B3, Pennington Erosion Repair report was added. From Item 9C1, Jeff
Brower was invited to introduce himself to Council for appointment to the Afton Branding Committee under Item
7F. Item 9C9, Schedule Special City Council meeting was deleted.

Motion/Second: Palmquist/Richter. To approve the agenda of the March 15,2016 Regular City Council
Meeting as amended. Motion carried 5-0-0.

5. APPROVAL OF MINUTES -
A. Minutes of the February 16, 2016 Regular City Council Meeting Minutes — Council Member Palmquist

commented that he liked the shortened version of the minutes, with the agenda item summarized and the council
action taken. He felt if anyone wants to get the detailed discussion, they can go to the City Website and watch the
meeting videos. It was agreed by all that the minutes can be the shortened version going forward.

Motion/Second: Richter/Ross. To approve the minutes of the February 16, 2016 Regular City Council
meeting as presented. Motion carried 4-0-1 (Abstain: Nelson).

6. PUBLIC INPUT —

Al Leopold, 12230 8" Street S, spoke in defense of his neighborhood; they don’t want any more land use
changes in the northwest quadrant where a portion was rezoned to Industrial (due to litigation) and is adjacent to
Rural Residential.

Mark Thieroff, attorney representing the Hoelderles, would prefer to speak during the item on the agenda.
Danielle and Charlie Wamstad, 1987 Manning Avenue, support the land use for wedding venues to keep the
rural character and to provide opportunities for residents on large parcels. They felt the Conditional Use Permit was

appropriate for the governance and safety controls of the wedding venue use.

7. REPORTS/PRESENTATIONS -

A. Sheriff’s Monthly Report —Deputy Sullivan reported that “crime is afoot” in that there are many phone or
email scams being run in the name of the IRS. The phone calls can either be live or automated; they indicate there
is a problem with your tax return, or there will be a warrant for your arrest if you don’t pay money. He strongly
cautioned: DON’T PAY ANYBODY ANYTHING!!! The authentic IRS only sends information through the U.S.
Postal Service. Also, Deputy Bell was moved to K-9 duty; he informed Council a deputy new to the department,
Laura Jackson, is being assigned to Afton.

D. Lower St. Croix Fire District Report — Nelson reported that the Community Event sign will be installed at
the Fire Station soon.

E. Valley Branch Watershed District (VBWD) — Jennifer Koehler, from Barr Engineering, gave a brief
presentation updating Council on the Kelle’s Creek Septic System Inspection Program. The water quality study
indicated that the impairment comes from non-compliant septic systems making up 60-84% of the bacteria load to
Kelle’s Creek. A Clean Water Fund Grant will pay for inspections of septic systems in close proximity to the Creek
(an estimated 100 households). This is a voluntary inspection program, and residents are highly encouraged to
participate. Owners of septic systems found to be non-compliant will be connected to potential funding sources for
replacing the septic system.

F. Afton Branding Committee — Jeff Brower was in attendance to introduce himself to Council; he has
experience and background in business development and marketing and would like to use that to help Afton explore
the branding of the city. His family homesteaded in Afton in the 1800’s.

C. 2016 Cost of Living Adjustment — Richter thought the increase should justify the work staff are doing, and
questioned giving the same increase “across the board.” Moorse explained that the increase is compared to
the general market and is meant for salaries to be competitive to other cities.
Motion/Second: Bend/Ross. To authorize a 2% increase to city staff [Office Assistant and Public Works
staff] in lieu of a cost of living raise, to be retroactive to March 1, 2016. Motion carried 5-0-0.

D. Re-appoint James Langan to a 3-year term on the Planning Commission -
E. Re-appoint Mark Nelson to a 3-year term on the Planning Commission -
Richter wanted to be able to recognize and thank the volunteers serving Afton. Langan and Nelson were
thanked for their service.
Motion/Second: Richter/Ross. To re-appoint James Langan and Mark Nelson to 3-year terms for the
Planning Commission which will expire in February 2019. Motion carried 5-0-0.

F. Renew Contract with Tom Niedzwiecki for Accountant Services Resolution 2016-14 — Administrator
Moorse summarized that the current three-year contract with Tom Niedzwiecki for accounting services
expires on April 15,2016. Contract services added in 2015 were for Mr. Niedzwiecki’s attendance at
regular City Council meetings to provide budget and financial updates at a cost of $100 per meeting. The
new contract proposed an increase by 3% in each year of the contract and an increase by $50 per month to
cover expenses related to continuing education and professional dues.

Motion/Second: Palmquist/Richter. To adopt Resolution 2016-14 approving a three year contract

with Tom Niedzwiecki for accounting services expiring on April 15,2019, with the elimination of the
reference to the continuing education and professional dues stipend. ROLL CALL: All Ayes. Motion carried
5-0-0.

G. Watershed District Boundary Changes — Resolution 2016-15
H. County Economic Development Services Plan and Proposed Legislation - Resolution 2016-16 — This item
was pulled from the Consent Agenda but it was clarified that Item 81 was the item to be pulled.
Motion/Second: Richter/Bend. To approve Resolution 2016-16 indicating Afton City Council’s support for
the proposed legislation related to the Washington County Community Development Agency (CDA). ROLL

CALL: All Ayes. Motion carried 5-0-0.

Motion/Second: Bend/Richter. To reconsider Item 8I from the Consent Agenda. Motion carried 5-0-0.

I. Waive Park Reservation Fee for AABA — Council wanted to discuss the proposal to waive the Town
Square Park reservation fee by the Afton Area Business Association (AABA). It was noted that the AABA
is a non-profit, but not a charitable organization. That is distinctly different from, for example, the Afton
Historical Society/Museum, which is non-profit and a charitable organization. The AABA acts as a
Chamber of Commerce for the benefit of businesses. They use the vendor fees (reported to be $200 for
non-food vendors and $400 for food vendors per weekend event) for advertising for businesses and
community events and for putting on other events in the Village.

Motion/Second: Palmquist/Nelson. To waive the park reservation fee for the use of Town Square Park by the
AABA for the 2016 Art in the Park event in September 2016. Motion carried 5-0-0.

5. CITY COUNCIL BUSINESS -
A. Planning Commission Report — Chair Barbara Ronningen reported for the Planning Commission and

referred Council to the Planning Commission draft minutes provided.

1. Tom and Clare Hoelderle Ordinance Amendment to allow a Commercial Wedding Venue use in the in
the Rural Residential (RR) District by a Conditional Use Permit — Administrator Moorse summarized that this
ordinance amendment had a Public Hearing at the Planning Commission, but that commissioners wanted additional
information about the number of properties this might be applicable to in Afton. They had concerns about the
impact of allowing this use throughout the Rural Residential zoning districts, questions about whether a 20 acre lot
would provide for a sufficient buffer from adjacent Rural Residential properties and questions about how the use
relates to the Comprehensive Plan’s policies regarding commercial uses in the Rural Residential zoning district.
Staff determined that about 24 parcels appear to be eligible to meet the criteria of a 20 acre parcel size and having
frontage on a County or State Highway in the Rural Residential zone. A map showed the locations of those parcels.
Staff also estimated that there are approximately 45 parcels in the Agricultural zone that would meet those criteria.
Moorse reviewed that the specific language of the zoning code amendment was proposed by the applicant and
reflected generally how the Hoelderles would plan to operate the wedding venue use. The Planning Commission
discussed the need for additional performance standards, which were attached for Council’s consideration. The PC
questioned how the city could enforce standards and compliance with conditions. Conformance with the
Comprehensive Plan caused additional concern for the Planning Commission, as did the definition of
“commercial.” Moorse indicated that the Planning Commission recommended, on a vote of 5-3-0, that the
ordinance amendment be denied.

Motion/Second: Bend/Richter. To DENY the adoption of the proposed Ordinance 03-2016, an ordinance
amendment to the zoning code to allow a commercial wedding venue as an accessory use to a principal
dwelling, on lots 20 acres or greater, located on a state or county road in the Rural Residential zoning district
with a Conditional Use Permit. ROLL CALL: All Ayes. Motion carried 5-0-0.

2. Nature’s Trees, dba St. Croix SavATree, for a Conditional Use Permit (CUP) at a 5.9 acre parcel at the
Hudson Road property with PID# 06.028.20.24.0002 — Administrator Moorse summarized that Nature’s
Trees/SavATree received variances to the zoning code at the February 16, 2016 Council Meeting to construct its

Minneapolis/St. Paul headquarters facility on a 5.9 acre site in the northeast corner of the property on Hudson Road
with PID# 06.028.20.24.0002. The subdivision of this parcel will create the 5.9 acre parcel, to be recorded subject
to the approval of a Conditional Use Permit (CUP) for the use. The proposed facility will have offices in the front
and the rear portion of the building will be used for the storage and service of a fleet of trucks and equipment and
the storage of supplies. The CUP process allows the City to review the proposed uses and place conditions on the
uses to address any concerns regarding the impacts of the site or neighboring area. The offices will be staffed per
normal business hours and operation of the rear portion of the facility will have field personnel coming to the
facility in the morning, being dispatched for the day to work on client properties, and returning at the end of the
day. The applicant has indicated there will be no chipping/processing of wood debris on the site. Fueling of trucks
and equipment will take place on-site, requiring bulk fuel storage in 1,500 to 2,000 gallon outdoor tanks
specifically designed for this purpose. The Planning Commission questioned the fuel storage tanks and whether
they would have containment around them and whether they will meet state and/or federal regulations. The
proposed conditions require that the tanks will meet MPCA regulations. Mn/DOT has requested that all
requirements and permitting related to accessing Hudson Road be met; the city recommends that as a condition of
the CUP. Moorse indicated that a condition of the subdivision creating the 5.9 acre Nature’s Trees/SavATree parcel
include the dedication of a public road right-of-way adjacent to the northwest corner of the 5.9 acre parcel. The
subdivision approval included conditions related to the use of the public right-of-way lane adjacent to the SavATree
parcel for a driveway to serve the SavATree facility. The City Attorney has drafted an agreement that provides for
the following:

a. Grants a temporary license to allow a driveway to be constructed on the public right-of-way lane

adjacent to the SavATree parcel; and,
b. Provides that the City shall have no responsibility for the construction or maintenance of the
driveway, or the future construction of a public road.

Moorse indicated that the Valley Branch Watershed District (VBWD) has approved a permit for SavATree. The
City Engineer has reviewed the grading and drainage plan and does not have any significant concerns. Moorse
reported that the Planning Commission recommended, on a vote of 8-0-0, approval of the CUP application, subject
to conditions.

Motion/Second: Palmquist/Ross. To adopt Resolution 2016-17 approving Nature’s Trees/SavATree
Conditional Use Permit for a headquarters facility on the planned 5.9 acre parcel in the northeast corner of
the property on Hudson Road with PID#06.028.20.24.0002, subject to the following conditions and as a
friendly amendment, adding #19. Amendment to motion was accepted by Palmquist and Ross.

Conditions of Approval
1. All conditions of the June 16, 2015 approval of the subdivision to create the 5.9 acre parcel shall be

met and the subdivision shall be recorded before the proposed use can begin.

Easements as required by the City Engineer shall be granted.

Scenic easements shall be placed on all slopes greater than 18%.

The developer shall execute a scenic easement agreement.

The developer shall obtain a permit for constructing a driveway in the road right-of-way.

The City shall have no responsibility for the construction or maintenance of the driveway, or the

construction of a public road, and the developer shall enter into an agreement setting out the

developer’s responsibilities related to the driveway and the public road.

7. The developer shall execute the public right-of-way agreement as drafted by the City Attorney
including providing that the City is under no obligation to improve the right-of-way.

8. The developer shall follow the requirements in the septic system permit issued by the Washington
County Public Health Department.

9. Grading plans shall be reviewed and approved by the City Engineer.

10. Any permits required by Mn/DOT shall be acquired and all requirements placed on the permits shall
be met.

11. A permit shall be obtained from the Valley Branch Watershed District, and all requirements of that
permit shall be met.

S U s DD
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12. The grading plan shall be constructed according to plans approved by the City Engineer. Silt fences
or other types of erosion control shall be properly installed prior to construction; and shall be
maintained in good condition until the construction is complete.

13. There shall be no chipping/processing of wood debris on the site.

14. The floor drain system for the shop area shall meet applicable MPCA requirements.

15. The bulk fuel storage tanks must meet and continue to meet MPCA requirements, and procedures
for preventing spills during fueling must be put in place and followed.

16. Non-compliance with the conditions of this permit shall be considered a violation, and may result in
revocation of this permit.

17. Compliance with conditions of this permit shall be monitored on a periodic basis.

18. Construction shall begin within one year of the date of issuance of this permit or the permit shall
become null and void.

19. Garage doors shall be closed when repairs or adjustments to equipment or operations with noise are
taking place.

ROLL CALL: Ayes — Nelson, Ross, Palmquist, Bend; Nay - Richter. Motion carried 4-1-0.
B. Engineering Report — City Engineer Diane Hankee reported on:

1. Staff Report/Council Update — Engineers are finalizing construction documents and securing permit
approvals. It is anticipated to go out for bids in April, with construction beginning in June 2016.

2. Levee Approval — Permitted Aesthetic Items — Engineers included “placeholders” of aesthetic items
such as benches, lighting and marina signing in the submittal to USACE for their approval process.

3. Pennington Erosion Repair — It was determined that the work that Comcast did in the area on a utility
permit started the erosion. Staff is recommending repairs to stay at the public works level.

C. Administration —
1. Appointments to the Afton Branding Committee — Administrator Moorse indicated that the City
received applications from Lucy McAllister, Jeff Brower and Scott Patten to serve on the Afton Branding

Committee.

Motion/Second: Palmquist/Ross. To appoint Lucy McAllister, Jeff Brower and Scott Patten to the Afton
Branding Committee. Motion carried 5-0-0.

Item 7C: Tom Niedzwiecki, Financial Report — The City Accountant arrived from his other meeting and reported
to the Council at this time. He noted that the Unaudited Reports for Year Ended December 31, 2015 were provided
to Council and will be coordinated with the Auditor. He reported that he and Deputy Clerk Swanson Linner will
continue to work on closing out old escrow accounts; he noted that some are potential write-offs, or can be placed
in a holding account until at such time that they may be collected. Park reservations will no longer appear on the
Escrow Report, as they are temporary deposits. Staff has requested that routine bills be paid by “auto-pay;” both
staff and council members have the opportunity to sign up for Direct Deposit.

2. Advertise opening on the Planning Commission — Administrator Moorse announced that Planning
Commissioner Kitty Kilmer has chosen not to be reappointed. Council thanked her for her long-time and dedicated
service. The opening will be advertised in the next newsletter.

3. Restructuring of Deputy Clerk Position — Administrator Moorse summarized that he and the Personnel
Committee have reviewed the current staffing structure and priority workload needs, as well as pay survey
information, and have developed a proposed restructuring of the Deputy Clerk position. An updated set of job
duties, a new position title, a new pay range, and a new pay rate were recommended due to changes in
responsibilities and staff restructuring. The recent hiring of the new Office Assistant has also provided an
opportunity for flexibility in the allocation of tasks among staff. The restructured duties will include completing a
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backlog of a number of zoning tasks. With the expanded duties, Moorse and the Personnel Committee believed the
position would be similar to a City Clerk position, which was recommended as the new title of the position. A
market survey for the City Clerk positions and a Planner position, that does the zoning-related duties, were
included. A new pay range was proposed for the City Clerk position with a starting rate of $25.40.

The new pay structure is not an automatic step range; it is to be based on performance. The proposed placement in
the pay range would provide a 7% pay adjustment.

Motion/Second: Richter/Ross. To restructure the Deputy Clerk position, adding zoning-related duties, re-
titling the position as City Clerk, and approving a 7% pay rate increase to $25.40 retroactive to March 1,
2016. Motion carried 5-0-0.

4. City Administrator Pay Adjustment — Administrator Moorse indicated that the City Administrator
employment agreement calls for the City Administrator to be placed into step 2 of the 2015 pay schedule subject to
performance meeting expectations. The performance evaluation process has been completed and the Council found
that the City Administrator’s performance was “superb.” The step 2 salary in the 2015 pay schedule is $92,150,
which is an increase of 4.5% over the current salary of $88,150.

Motion/Second: Palmquist/Nelson. To adjust the City Administrator salary to $92,150, which is the step 2
salary in the 2015 City Administrator pay schedule. Motion carried 5-0-0.

5. Agreement with CenturyLink for High Speed Internet Access Expansion Project — Administrator
Moorse indicated that he and the High Speed Internet Committee met with Richard Gacke of CenturyLink earlier
today to review the final plan/proposal from CenturyLink for the expansion of high speed internet access
throughout the City. Mr. Gacke indicated the expansion project should be able to be accomplished at a cost not to
exceed $250,000, with the City and CenturyLink sharing the costs equally. The plan/proposal by CenturyLink was
presented to Council by Council Member Ross.

Motion/Second: Palmquist/Ross. To enter into an agreement with CenturyLink according to their proposal
for the expansion of high speed internet access throughout the City of Afton, setting out the expansion
requirements and the cost parameters of the project, which are not to exceed $125,000 for the City’s match.
Motion carried 5-0-0.

6. Agreement with Afton Historical Museum for Cemetery Operation and Maintenance — Administrator
Moorse indicated that Council Member Stan Ross, who is also President of the Afton Historical Society, prepared
an outline of an agreement between the City and the Afton Historical Museum for the maintenance and restoration
of the City’s Mount Hope Cemetery. The City Attorney indicated after reviewing the draft agreement that, although
the agreement requires the Museum to carry liability insurance, the agreement language nevertheless would make
Afton the liable party for any action of the Museum’s volunteers including, presumably, the Museum members.
While there is nothing wrong with this, given that the City would be liable for whatever would happen at the
cemetery under the current scenario, it does call into question what the purpose would be of the Museum
purchasing insurance. The City Attorney suggested that the agreement leave the Museum liable for the acts of its
members, agents and volunteers, agreeing to indemnify the City for the actions of these individuals, and the City
agreeing to indemnify the Museum for the actions of the City and its employees, exclusive of who might be at the
Cemetery for the Museum.

Ross indicated he would like to have the Afton Historical Society present a budget to the city. It was suggested
that the presentation be at the April Council meeting so that the final form of the agreement can have the costs
plugged into it.

No action was taken.

7. Ordinance for the Operation and Maintenance of City Owned Cemeteries — The City Attorney was
directed to draft an ordinance establishing regulations related to the maintenance and operation of the Cemetery.

B. Update Regarding the Downtown Improvement Project and Section 106 Process

Moorse explained that the planned federal funding for portions of the downtown improvement project requires the
completion of a Section 106 review process to identify, avoid and/or mitigate effects to historic properties. The
Section 106 process for Afton’s project has become more complex than usual because of the concerns of both tribal
governments and the State Historic Preservation Office (SHPO) regarding the effigy mound located in the project
area. Both the tribal governments and SHPO agreed that additional investigation of the Mound was needed to
determine more accurately both the location and the integrity of the Mound. The additional work includes a
LiDAR analysis of the Mound area, a ground penetrating radar (GPR) analysis of the Mound area, and additional
shovel testing in the area of the City’s planned excavation.

The firm of Archaeo-Physics has provided a proposal for ground penetrating radar analysis, Blondo Consulting has
provided a proposal to do shovel tests and test units in the area of the stormwater pond and the lift stations.
The costs are as follows:

Ground Penetrating Radar analysis and report of results $4,700

Additional Soil Testing

20 shovel tests $1,250.
3 test units (hand excavation of 3 areas one-meter by one meter) $3,500.
Report Preparation and coordination meetings $1,000

Phase II Mound Site Evaluation Report $2,500

Blondo Consulting provided a proposal for the completion of a report evaluating the Mound site

This is the final step of the Phase II investigation, and
is based on the results of the additional investigation outlined above. Blondo consulting has proposed a cost of
$2,500 for this work.

The Natural Resources and Groundwater Committee (NRGC) was established by Afton's City
Council. The first meeting was held on April 22, 2015; monthly meetings were held thereafter.
Being a new committee, time was needed for committee members to become familiar with the
workings of the City of Afton as well as other resources and organizations that impact Afton.

So far, the NRGC has:

e Written and published two education articles in the City of Afton Newsletter. The first was
how to control invasive plant species, published in the Nov., 2015 newsletter. The second
was how the Large Subsurface Sewage Treatment System (LSTS) for the Old Village works;
published in the Dec., 2015 newsletter.

e Assigned committee members to attend meetings of the following natural resources and
groundwater management organizations:

- Valley Branch Watershed District (Mark Have)

- Middie St. Croix Water Management Organization (Sondra Larson)

- South Washington Watershed District, Citizen Advisory Committee (Jill Chezik)

- Washington County Water Consortium (Keith Hoffman and Perry Eggers)

- Washington Conservation District (Susan Windsor)
Committee members attended meetings and workshops, reporting back to the NRGC pertinent
information; especially as it relates to Afton.

Ideas for 2016

e \Water quality well testing program - demonstrate the positive effect of the Subsurface
Sewage Treatment System (SSTS) on the quality of the well water within the Old Village.
Also, test individual well water throughout the entire city to insure the overall health and
welfare of Afton residents.

e The committee could recommend that park dedication for large parcels be strategically
aligned with wildlife corridors or other conservation goals as parcels become available. Park
dedication fee could be taken as a percentage of land titled to Afton rather than taking cash,
as is often done now.

e Recommend conservation farming practices, especially as related to erosion and chemical
groundwater contamination for educational purposes.

3. OATH OF OFFICE - REAPPOINTMENTS
A. James Langan and Mark Nelson — James Langan had an excused absence. Administrator Moorse

administered the Oath of Office to Mark Nelson for reappointment to a 3-year term.

4. ROLL CALL — Present: Wroblewski, Kopitzke, Seeberger, Patten, Nelson, and Chair Ronningen. Excused
absences: Langan and Doherty. Quorum present.

ALSO IN ATTENDANCE - Council Liaison Stan Ross, City Attorney Fritz Knaak, Mayor Richard Bend,
City Administrator Ron Moorse and City Clerk Kim Swanson Linner.

5. APPROVAL OF AGENDA —
Motion/Second: Wroblewski/Seeberger. To approve the April 4, 2016 Planning Commission agenda as
written. Motion carried 6-0-0.

6. APPROVAL OF MINUTES -

A. March 7. 2016 Planning Commission Meeting Minutes — Line 36, add to “overall density of “...one per
10 acres.” Line 90, delete the first two sentences; Line 180, end the sentence after “Rural Residential District”
Change the next sentence to read, “He did not know how many have historical structures possible for this use.”

Motion/Second: Patten/Kopitzke. To approve the March 7, 2016 Planning Commission Meeting minutes
as amended. Motion carried 5-0-1 (Abstain: Seeberger).

7. ELECTION OF OFFICERS -
A. Chair - Barbara Ronningen was nominated and voted in as Chair on a vote of 5-0-1 (Abstain: Ronningen.)
B. Vice-Chair - Scott Patten was nominated and voted in as Vice-Chair on a vote of 5-0-1 (Abstain: Patten.)
C. Secretary - Kris Kopitzke was nominated and voted in as Secretary on a vote of 5-0-1 (Abstain: Kopitzke.)

8. REPORTS AND PRESENTATIONS - none.

9. PUBLIC HEARINGS -

A. Islamic Society of Woodbury/East Metro application for a Conditional Use Permit for a Place of
Worship at 12585 Hudson Road — Chair Ronningen opened the Public Hearing at 7:07 p.m.
Administrator Moorse reiterated that applications must meet the city’s zoning standards and described that
the purpose of a conditional use permit is to provide the City with a reasonable degree of discretion in
considering the nature of the adjoining land or buildings, the effect upon traffic, and other factors the City deems
important in determining the effect of the general welfare, public health and safety. Moorse indicated the Islamic
Society of Woodbury/East Metro has applied for a conditional use permit for the construction of a place of
worship at 12585 Hudson Road. A place of worship is allowed in the Rural Residential zone with a conditional
use permit. The applicant has withdrawn their request for a driveway variance, as they have relocated and
redesigned the driveway to avoid any disturbance to areas with slopes 18% or greater. The facility will be used
primarily for worship services on Fridays (approximately 200 people); for weekend school, primarily for school
age children, on Sundays from 10:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m.(100 students and teachers); and for social events on
weekend evenings (150 to 200 people). The proposed building design includes two minaret-type elements which
meet the height allowance for church spires. There will be no loud speakers on the minarets or the exterior of the

building. The property is located on the south side of Hudson Road approximately one-half mile east of
Manning Avenue. The property is bordered by light industrial zoning on the north and west, and by rural
residential zoning on the east and south. The proposed building will be located in the north-central portion of the
site, with parking to the west and north of the building. The southern portion of the property will be rented for
growing crops; it will continue as an agricultural use. The existing accessory buildings will be used for storage
of equipment related to a planned community garden. The existing house will be used in conjunction with the
use of the open field area on the northeast portion of the property. The house can provide shelter and restroom
facilities that are more convenient to the field than the proposed new facility. The house will also be used for
other social activities that are more suited to a smaller space than to the new facility. The proposal includes 1.54
acres, or 5.27% of impervious coverage, which is less than the maximum allowed coverage of 10%. Primary
and secondary septic systems have been identified, Washington County Public Health indicated that, based on a
soil report received on March 7, 2016, it is highly likely that the soils are suitable for the required septic
systems. The proposal meets all required setbacks. The proposed parking area meets the wetland setback and is
allowed to be located within the powerline easement. The City Engineer has reviewed the parking area and
number of spaces required, and has indicated the parking meets requirements. The code requires 94 parking
spaces and 94 spaces are being provided. The City Engineer has reviewed the lighting plan, and has indicated it
generally meets the City’s requirements, but may exceed the allowed illumination level in some areas. The final
lighting plan will need to meet the City’s requirements. The City Engineer has reviewed the landscaping plan
and determined it generally meets the City’s requirements. However, it does not indicate landscaping on the
sloping areas of the right-of-way; the applicant should provide ground cover detail for these areas to assure the
area is maintained with appropriate ground cover. The proposed construction meets the thresholds that require a
Valley Branch Watershed District (VBWD) permit. The applicant will submit the grading and drainage plan to
the VBWD for their permit review. A condition of the approval of the conditional use permit will be the
approval of a permit by the VBWD. The City Engineer has reviewed the proposed grading and drainage plan.
While the plan appears to work conceptually, the City Engineer has requested more detailed information
regarding the infiltration capability of the pond, including soils and the water table in the area of the proposed
infiltration pond. Because the property is large enough to allow flexibility in the final drainage solution, the City
Engineer is not requiring additional information or plan modifications at this time. The conditions of the CUP
approval include the requirement that the final drainage solution needs to be approved by both the City Engineer
and the Valley Branch Watershed District.

Irfan Ali, applicant representative, spoke about the members of their Islamic Center board and their
connections to the professional and greater community. He indicated that there will be no exterior noise
generating device used for their call to worship. He felt the majority of traffic will be coming off of -94 and
Manning Avenue to Hudson Road to access their site. He committed to working with the City Engineers to
address concerns about “over-lighting” the parking, but maintained they wish to have a level of lighting for safe
and secure access of visitors to the property.

Public Comment
Chair Ronningen emphasized that public comments should be restricted to those relevant to the conditional use
permit and issues of land use.

1) Randy Brenner, 354 Minar Avenue S, lives to the east of the proposed site, hopes to hear the laughter of
children coming from the site.

2) Iman Zeman, 4100 East 66" St, Inver Grove Heights, requested support of this institution, as he felt they
would be good neighbors.

3) Ted Schmitz, 12774 3™ Street S, had concerns about several issues in the proposal, which were
addressed by staff or the applicant indicating that all city zoning codes will be complied with.

4) Lazlo Farago, 382 Minar Avenue S, was concerned about noise levels from the site, especially during
festivals or events, and suggested a more solid barrier to the residences on the east.

5) Samuel Wolff, Summit Avenue, St. Paul, commented that he felt this use would make a wonderful
addition to the city.

6) Laverne Nelson, 12838 2™ Street S, was concerned about the traffic flow from 1-94 to Manning and
onto Hudson Road, indicating several accidents have occurred at these busy intersections.

7) Sandra Paulson, 322 Minar Avenue, felt the noise level would be loud and suggested additional trees to
buffer sound transfer to the residential neighborhood to the east.

8) Jay Sperry, 13840 Tomahawk Lane S, a 16-year resident, is concerned about the traffic on Hudson
becoming even busier than it already is. He also did research that showed there is a 10% reduction to property
values when a mosque goes in an area. He believes there is no Muslim community in Afton.

9) Bob Dickie, 15887 35" Street S, resident of Afton since 1984, felt downward casting lights are what the
Lutheran church has down the road, and felt the ordinances should and would be applied fairly to this
application.

10) Naima Kahn, 3165 Frontier Drive, Woodbury, commented that she commutes to St. Paul every day
from Woodbury and is familiar with traffic on Manning Avenue and Hudson Road. She commented that she has
not seen any problems with traffic flow on Hudson Road. She felt that this worship place will be similar to the
Lutheran Church that is just down the road. She personally is very glad this facility is going in; she stated that
having a worship community makes her feel less socially isolated. Chair Ronningen commented that for
comparison, Shepherd of the Valley, the Lutheran Church on Hudson Road has ten times the membership of this
proposed use. So, by comparison, this use should not bring that great an impact on traffic flow on Hudson Road.

11) George Erler, 12748 3™ Street S, was concerned about the driveway onto Hudson Road. Moorse
confirmed that a MN/DOT permit will be required for the driveway off of Hudson Road.

12) Anthony Tedesco, 7990 Forest Blvd, Woodbury, felt the members of this worship community would be
welcoming and felt the differences in religion are very small. He supports the approval.

13) Brad Bechel, 12350 8" Street Ct S, asked about the watershed drainage on the site. Administrator
Moorse and Chair Ronningen indicated that with the addition of the infiltration ponds, the rate of runoff would
be no greater, and probably would be much less, than what currently exists on the site.

14) Patricia Swanson, 14810 42" St S, wondered how many Muslims are Afton residents. Chair Ronningen
informed the city does not have that data, but the applicants are residents in the fact that they are landowners of
the property. Swanson asked if the money used for this project is from foreign or domestic sources; what is the
cost of the facility; has a social impact study been done? Ronningen informed these items do not pertain to the
application before the Planning Commission.

15) Karen Weiss, 13575 40™ Street S, asked if the existing house will be occupied. Moorse replied that the
applicants have indicated the house will not be used as a dwelling unit, but it is planned to be used as meeting or
support space for activities happening on the property.

16) Ahmad Shamsi, 9568 Hillingdon Road, Woodbury, commented he has had the honor of maintaining the
property (mowing grass) since it was purchased, and hopes to continue maintaining the property so as to be a
good neighbor.

17) Alberta (Gillespie?), 7585 (Radio Drive?), felt the social impact would be a benefit.

18) Dr. Rwoof Reshi, 9337 Wedgewood Drive, Woodbury, felt the designation of their worship group
should not be “part of ‘them’ in the community; but rather, be “part of ‘this’ community.”

19) Jaylani Hussein, Executive Director of CAIR-MN (Council on American-Islamic Relations), 1650 Hwy
36, Roseville, informed that the first mosques appeared in the area in 1921, this community of worshipers looks
forward to being welcomed as a new neighbor and as a tremendous asset to the community.

Motion/Second: Patten/Kopitzke. To close the Public Hearing at 7:56 p.m. Motion carried 6-0-0.

Commission Discussion

Commissioners asked about the continuation of a portion for farming and if the existing house will ever be
used as a dwelling unit, much like a parsonage, or if staff will be have offices there?

Ali replied that the southern 19 acres will continue to be rented out for agriculture and the Center will pay
taxes on that portion of land. The house is planned to be an ancillary use for recreational activities or for other
small meeting spaces. They have no plans at this time for having it be used as a dwelling.
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Ronningen advised that current practice for churches is to offer a housing subsidy for ministers, rather than
provide living facilities on site.

Kopitzke asked whether the CUP should address all of the uses on this site, as there seem to be three
separate uses: place of worship, residence, and agricultural uses.

Moorse advised that each of those can be handled within the conditions imposed on the CUP approval.

The City Attorney advised that the City can create a condition for review and approval for additional uses
on the property, such as a dwelling or agricultural use. Especially uses related to the mission or the religion,
such as a kid’s group home, for instance, is allowed and can be added now as a condition or later as an
amendment to the CUP.

It was asked if the numerous small sheds will remain in use. The applicant indicated they intend that the
sheds will remain and be in use for equipment, for use by the farmer, and used for the community garden.

Moorse indicated that since the property is more than 20 acres, they have an unlimited amount of accessory
buildings available.

Additional questions about the Center’s daily and weekly activity were expressed.

The applicant detailed that they have prayers five times a day of which 5 to 100 people could attend;
however, there will be no public (exterior) call to prayers. Social activities will happen several days a week and
a weekly service will take place (similar to other religious organizations).

Motion/Second: Kopitzke/Wroblewski. To recommend approval to the City Council for the Islamic
Society of Woodbury/East Metro application for a Conditional Use Permit for a Place of Worship at
12585 Hudson Road, with the conditions presented, and adding conditions 13, 14, and 15.

Conditions

The following is a list of recommended conditions to be placed on the Conditional Use Permit

Easements as required by the City Engineer shall be granted

Scenic easements shall be placed on all slopes greater than 18%,

The property owner shall execute a scenic easement agreement

The property owner shall obtain a septic permit from the Washington County Public Health

Department

5. Any permits required by Mn/DOT, including permits for the driveway, shall be acquired and all
requirements placed on the permits shall be met

6. A permit shall be obtained from the Valley Branch Watershed District, and all requirements of
that permit shall be met

7. The grading and drainage plan shall be constructed according to final plans approved by the City
Engineer. Silt fences or other types of erosion control shall be properly installed prior to
construction; and shall be maintained in good condition until the construction is complete.

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9. NEW BUSINESS -

A. City of Woodbury Comprehensive Plan Amendment, Stonemill Farms 16th, Project No. 24-2016-00201
- Administrator Moorse summarized the request from the City of Woodbury to amend their Comprehensive
Plan. The amendment would change the use of a vacant piece of property in the Stonemill Farms development,
at the corner of Settlers Ridge Parkway and Lake Road and would allow for 5.66 acres to be guided as medium
density residential instead of neighborhood commercial. This would enable the construction of a townhome
development similar to what is being constructed to the east of this property.

Commissioners voiced support for the change from neighborhood commercial to medium density
residential for the City of Woodbury Comprehensive Plan Amendment, Stonemill Farms 16", Project No.
24-2016-00201. This recommendation will advance to City Council at their April 19" meeting.

8. OLD BUSINESS -

A. Comprehensive Plan Update Process — Chair Ronningen said to get the process going, she will provide
updates to the Afton data provided from Met Council. Staff was directed to send PC members the Met Council
definitions of land use, so that discussion can begin, particularly with regard to the definition of “commercial.”
Commissioners should review the current Comprehensive Plan to determine if other changes should be
considered to ensure, for instance, that the “strategies” are not obsolete, whether new land use sections need to
be added, or whether language indicating “such as” can be listed as a guide going forward, but not be a
definitive list of land uses. Riparian buffers and wildlife corridors should be reviewed and determine if the city
is providing adequate protections. Commissioners were interested in having data from the MN Department of
Transportation on traffic counts for Manning Avenue and whether the road is sufficient for traffic now and what
they may see for future use levels.

Chair Ronningen indicated that after gathering this data and having initial discussions at the May 2016 PC
meeting, that perhaps a joint PC/CC work session should be planned.

C. Update on City Council Actions — Administrator Moorse reported on Council actions of the March
meeting.

Background

The Islamic Society of Woodbury/East Metro has applied for a conditional use permit for the construction of
a place of worship (mosque) at 12585 Hudson Road. A place of worship is allowed in the Rural Residential
zone with a conditional use permit. The conditional use permit process allows the City to review the
proposed use and place conditions on the use to address any concerns regarding the impacts of the proposed

use.

Variance Application Withdrawn

The Islamic Society had also applied for a variance to allow the widening of the existing driveway serving
the property. The variance was required because the portion of the existing driveway that crosses the
Hudson Road ditch and enters the property is in an area with a slope greater than 18%. The applicant has,
subsequent to submitting the variance application, relocated and redesigned the driveway to avoid any
disturbance to areas with slopes 18% or greater, and has therefore withdrawn its variance application. The
letter withdrawing the variance application is attached.

Description of Use

The applicant has provided the attached outline of the use of the property, including days and times of
use, activities, and number of people typically in attendance. Also attached are elevations of the
building and a floor plan for the building that shows the various use areas. The building includes two
minaret-type elements as aesthetic elements that are not functional. There will be no loud speakers on
the minarets or the exterior of the building resulting in any kind of noise disturbance to the neighbors.

The facility will be used primarily as follows:
e worship services on Fridays in the early afternoon (approximately 200 people)
e weekend school, primarily for school age children, on Sundays from 10:00 a.m. to 2:00
p-m.(100 students and teachers)
e social events on weekend evenings (150 to 200 people).

Property Location and Setting

The property is located on the south side of Hudson Road approximately one-half mile east of Manning
Avenue. The property is bordered by light industrial zoning on the north and west, and by rural
residential zoning on the east and south. The area to the east is zoned Rural Residential, and contains a
residential subdivision with lots of approximately one to two acres in size. The proposed building will




be located in the northwestern portion of the site, with parking to the west and north of the building.
The southern portion of the property is planned to continue to be used for agricultural use.

Preliminary Plans Reflect Revised Driveway Location
The attached set of preliminary plans reflect the relocated and redesigned driveway that was necessary
to avoid a variance.

Impervious Coverage
The proposal includes 1.54 acres, or 5.27% of impervious coverage, which is less than the maximum

allowed coverage of 10%.

Septic Systems

The proposal includes primary and secondary septic system sites. These sites will require soil testing
prior to approval of the sites by the Washington County Department of Public Health. Attached is a
letter from Chris Leclair, of Washington County Public Health, indicating that, based on a soil report
received on March 7, 2016, it is highly likely that the soils are suitable for the required septic systems.

Setbacks
Based on the information provided on the proposed site plan, the proposal meets all required setbacks.
The proposed parking area meets the wetland setback and is allowed to be located within the powerline

easement.

Parking
The City Engineer has reviewed the parking area and number of spaces required, and has indicated the

parking meets requirements. The code requires 94 parking spaces and 94 spaces are being provided.

Lighting Plan
The applicant has submitted a preliminary photometric plan showing the location of light fixtures on the

site and the amount of light generated by the fixtures. The fixtures are cut-off fixtures with downcast
lighting. The light standards are 25 feet in height, with some to be mounted on foundations 3 feet
above grade for a total height of 28 feet. This is within the maximum allowed 35 foot height. The
City Engineer has reviewed the lighting plan, and has indicated it generally meets the City’s
requirements, but may exceed the allowed illumination level in some areas. The final lighting plan will
need to meet the City’s requirements. The applicant has indicated they are open to revising the lighting
plan to limit impacts on neighboring properties while ensuring safety for those using the driveway and
parking lot.

Landscaping Plan

The City Engineer has reviewed the landscaping plan. The plan generally meets the City’s
requirements. The plan includes five coniferous trees and twenty-three deciduous trees or shrubs. The
plan does not indicate landscaping on the sloping areas of the right-of-way. The applicant should
provide ground cover detail for these areas to assure the area is maintained with appropriate ground
cover.

The Planning Commission’s recommendation includes a condition calling for additional screening to
create a buffer zone on the east side of the house to be added to the landscape plan.
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Valley Branch Watershed District Permit

The proposed construction meets the thresholds that require a Valley Branch Watershed District
(VBWD) permit. The applicant will submit the grading and drainage plan to the VBWD for their
permit review. A condition of the approval of the conditional use permit should be the approval of a
permit by the VBWD.

City Engineer review of grading and drainage plan

The City Engineer has reviewed the proposed grading and drainage plan. While the plan appears to
work conceptually, the City Engineer has requested more detailed information regarding the infiltration
capability of the pond, including soils and the water table in the area of the proposed infiltration pond.
Because the property is large enough to allow flexibility in the final drainage solution, the City Engineer is
not requiring additional information or plan modifications at this time. The conditions of the CUP approval
should include the requirement that the final drainage solution needs to be approved by both the City
Engineer and the Valley Branch Watershed District.

Height
The proposed building, including the two minaret-type elements, meet the height regulations. The
ordinance language regarding height regulations for churches and other places of worship is shown

below.

Sec. 12-132 F. Height.

1. No structure except those for public utilities, wind generators, farm buildings, churches and other places
of worship shall exceed a height of 35 feet. The maximum height limitations for churches and other places of
worship shall be as follows:

a. A maximum height of thirty-five (35) feet for the occupied area of the structure;

b. A maximum height of fifty (50) feet for the structural elements;

c¢. A maximum height of sixty (60) feet for the following non-structural elements: spires or steeples,
belfries or bell towers, cupolas, crosses or other religious symbols or decorative elements;

Continued Agricultural Use

The southern portion of the property, as well as the existing accessory buildings, will continue to be
used for agricultural uses. The southern portion of the property is rented for growing crops. The
accessory buildings will also be used for storage of equipment related to a planned community garden.

Use of Existing House

At the April 4 Planning Commission meeting, there was discussion regarding the use of the existing house
on the site. The applicant indicated the existing house will mainly be used in conjunction with the use
of the open field area on the northeast portion of the property. The open field will be used as a play
field for soccer and other games and for picnics. The house can provide shelter and restroom facilities
that are more convenient to the field than the proposed new facility. The house will also be used for
other social activities that are more suited to a smaller space than to the new facility.

The potential use of the house for residential use has not been fully determined. The Planning Commission
included a condition in its CUP approval regarding the applicant notifying the City if the house was to be
used for a residential use. The applicant has provided a letter (see attached) regarding the use of the house
for occasional temporary lodging for visiting scholars and imams (similar to pastors), lecturers, specialized
prayer leaders and other similar individuals. This information is helpful to both the City and the adjacent
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residential neighborhood in terms of activity to be expected at the house. The condition in the CUP
regarding the residential use of the house could be revised to indicate the applicant will notify the City if the
residential use of the house changes from the use described in the letter.

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Parameters for the Council’s Consideration of the CUP Application

The City’s review regarding the conditional use permit application is subject to general standards regarding
conditional use permits, as well as a federal statute called the Religious Land Use and Institutionalized Persons Act
(RLUIPA). An outline regarding these review standards is provided below. In addition, more detailed information
regarding the RLIUPA is attached.

Conditional Use Permit Review Process

League of Minnesota Cities Summary

The following is a summary regarding conditional use permits obtained from the League of Minnesota Cities:

A conditional use is a land use designated in a zoning ordinance that is specifically allowed in a zoning district so long
as certain standards are met. The zoning ordinance typically details both general standards that apply to all conditional
uses, as well as specific standards that apply to a particular conditional use in a given zoning district. A use is typically
designated in a zoning ordinance as conditional because of hazards inherent in the use itself or because of special
problems that its proposed location may present. For example, uses that generate traffic such as family childcare,
service stations, convenience stores, or drive-throughs are often designated as conditional uses.

A conditional use permit is a document a city issues to grant a conditional use when the general and specific
ordinance standards have been met by the applicant. The use is allowed by permit only if the special concerns are
addressed as set forth in the zoning ordinance. Conditional use permits are authorized under state law.

A zoning ordinance will typically detail general standards that apply to all conditional uses. For example, some zoning
ordinances provide that all conditional uses must conform to the comprehensive land use plan of the community, be
compatible with the adjoining properties, and be served by adequate roads and public utilities. The conditional use
review process is limited to evaluating the proposed use against the City’s standards.

Federal Religious Land Use and Institutionalized Persons Act (RLUIPA)

League of Minnesota Cities Summary
The following is a brief summary of the federal RLUIPA obtained from the League of Minnesota Cities.

The federal RLUIPA protects religious institutions from unduly burdensome or discriminatory land use regulations.
This law was passed unanimously by Congress in 2000, after congressional hearings revealed that religious
organizations were disproportionately affected by local land use decisions. Among a number of restrictions on local
land use actions, the RLUIPA includes the following two restrictions.

Discrimination among religions: RLUIPA bars discrimination “against any assembly or institution on the basis of
religion or religious denomination.”

Unreasonable limits on houses of worship “No government shall impose or implement a land use regulation that
unreasonably limits religious assemblies, institutions, or structures within a jurisdiction.”

Planning Commission Recommendation
The Planning Commission recommended approval of the Islamic Society of Woodbury/East Metro application

for a Conditional Use Permit for a place of worship at 12585 Hudson Road, on a vote of 6-0-0, with the findings
listed above and with the conditions listed below. In addition, staff recommends the Council identify any other
reasonable conditions they determine to be necessary to address any concerns regarding the impacts of the
proposed use.

Description

Per your request, | have prepared an evaluation of the Islamic Society of Woodbury/East Metro CUP
application, particularly with regard to the parking lot design and landscaping requirements of the Afton
City Code. | hope this information is helpful in your review of the application.

Parking
Afton Code Section 12-196 includes off-street parking requirements for all uses. This section states that

Places of Worship must provide one parking space per three seats. The proposed place of worship will
have a maximum capacity (in the main hall) of 281 people, making the total number of parking spaces
required 94. The applicant has shown 94 parking spaces on the plan, meeting that requirement.

Parking spaces for vehicles used by disabled persons shall not be less than 12 feet wide and 20 feet long.
Proposed handicap spaces are 9’ wide by 20’ long. However, each pair of handicap spaces includes a
shared 7’ wide area in between; if split between the two adjacent spaces that leaves 12.5" in width for
each space, therefore meeting the requirement. The plan shows that all parking spaces and driveways
meet minimum requirements for driveway and lane width.

Landscaping

Afton Code Section 12-192 provides performance standards for landscaping. The applicant has provided
a detailed landscaping plan. The plan includes the locations of two different types of seed mix; one for
disturbed areas and one for basins. The remaining areas not covered by the seed mix will contain
planting soil and shredded hardwood mulch. The plan shows the proposed locations of five coniferous
trees and 23 deciduous trees or shrubs. Staff finds that the proposed seed mix meets the requirements
for soil retention cover and around basins. The landscaped area shown on the plans includes
landscaping from the edge of the street pavement to the street right of way line along the proposed
driveway but does not indicate landscaping on the sloping areas of the right of way. Detail should be
provided by the applicant to assure that this area will be maintained with appropriate ground cover in a
manner so as not to degrade the aesthetics of the area. :

Review of the ISWEM project.

Basis of Review: Section 12-195 of the Afton Code of Ordinances states:
A. No off street parking area lights shall cast light onto:

e  Anadjacent public street in excess of 1.0 fc.

e Neighboring residential property in excess of 0.4 fc.
B. Lighting standards shall not exceed 35 feet in height.

Comments based on our review:
e  Property lines are not shown on the Preliminary Photometrics sheets, however, in the main

part of the parking lot it can be assumed that the light levels would not be >0.4 fc at the
property line.

e Depending on how close the driveway is to property lines, it is possible that the light levels
could exceed 0.4 fc on adjacent residential property (levels are as high as 2.7 fc and 3.0 fc on the
edge of the calculation zone).

e The adjacent public street is not shown on the sheets, and the light levels on the edge of the
calculation zone are 1.7 fc and 1.8 fc. The ordinance states that the light cast into the street
shall not be > 1.0 fc at the centerline.

e The light standards are 25’ with some of them being placed on foundations 3’ above grade (28’
total). This is in line with the ordinance.

e  Overall, the illumination levels and uniformity ratios are within the design criteria. Some areas
are quite bright, but the only concern is the levels at the property lines and roadway centerline.

ISLAMIC CENTER CUP (ISWEN CUP)

On March 7, 2016, the Department was provided a preliminary soil report for the proposed Islamic
Center located at 12585 Hudson Road in Afton, Minnesota, GeoCode 06.028.20.13.0016. The soil
report provided shows that the parcel has both Antigo Silt Loam and Chetek Sandy Loam.

Section 9.4 of the Washington County Development Code, Chapter Four, Subsurface Sewage
Treatment System Regulations (Washington County Ordinance #196) states:

For new subdivision testing, enough soil observations must be conducted to assure that at
least 10,000 square feet of suitable soil exists for each lot for long-term sewage treatment.
On previously subdivided lots, enough area of suitable soil must be identified for two soil
treatment and dispersal areas. Percolation tests are not required for subdivision or lot
approval testing unless the permeability cannot be estimated or there is reason to believe the
soil is not original or has been disturbed.

The Department has not been in receipt of any soil observations to approve this lot as described
above. However, based on the soil report provided on March 7, 2016, it is highly likely that this
requirement will be met. This work must be completed for lot approval as soon as possible and a lot
approval application must be submitted to the Department for review and approval.

Masjid Project Wetland Review

Introduction

This memo documents wetland assessment efforts for the Masjid Project, located at 12585 Hudson
Road in Afton, Minnesota (see Figures 1 and 2, attached). The project as ptoposed would consttuct
a 10,800 square foot multi-purpose building with associated patking improvements and septic/well

systerns .

Methodology

SRF Consulting Group, Inc., on behalf of the Islamic Society of Woodbuty / East Metto, reviewed
off-site data soutces including the National Wetland Inventory NWI), Minnesota Department of
Natural Resources (MnDNR) Public Waters Inventory (PWTI), Natural Resource Consetvation
Service (NRCS) soil mapping and hydric soils list, light detection and ranging (LiDAR) two-foot
contour data, U.S. Geological Sutvey (USGS) topographic maps, and recent aetial photography of
the project area, prior to completing an off-site Level 1 wetland delineation to document any

existing wetlands within the proposed project area.

Results

The off-site data review found one natural wetland (Wetland W-1) and one potential natural wetland
(Wetland W-2) within the wetland delineation limits for the proposed project atea (see Figure 3,
attached). The wetlands are not located in mapped hydtic soils; however, Wetland W-1 does ovetlap
an NWI wetland area. Wetland W-2 is located in a swale that is matrked with a blue line on the
USGS topogtaphic map. No MnDNR Public Waters or Watetcoutses ate located within the
wetland delineation limits.

The delineated potential wetland boundaties are based ptimarily on a combination of aerial
interpretation, NWI mapping, and contours (see Figutre 4, attached). The elevation of the Wetland
W-1 boundary varies from approximately 883 to 886 feet, and follows the relatively abtupt transition
from wetland vegetation to upland vegetation (this also reflects the NWI wetland boundaty on the
east side). In addition, the fence to the east and the farm field to the west do not appeat to extend
below an elevation of approximately 883 feet, most likely because the soils below that elevation (in

the wetland) ate too saturated to farm or use for pastute. The elevation of the Wetland W-2
boundary vaties from apptroximately 881 to 883 feet, and follows a swale that extends from a culvert
under Hudson Road toward the southeast and beyond the-delineation boundary. As noted
previously, the swale is marked with 2 blue line on the USGS topogtaphic map, indicating that it is
some type of tributary. Itis difficult to determine from off-site soutrces whether this area isin facta
wetland; however, the vegetation in the swale appears datker than the surrounding vegetation on
aerial imagery. ‘This could be due to a better water supply and/or more nutrients (vegetation thrives
better in the swale) ot because different plant species ate present in the swale (possible wetland

vegetation).

Conclusions and Recommendations

It appears that Wetland W-1 is outside of the potential construction limits and Wetland W-2 is
within the potential construction limits. It is anticipated that the project will be designed to avoid
impacts to wetlands and best management practices (BMPs) will be implemented duting project
construction. However, SRF recommends agency cootdination psior to any construction activity to

confirm that a Level 2 delineation is not necessatry.

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Statement of the Department of Justice on the Land-Use Provisions of the Religious
Land Use and Institutionalized Persons Act (RLUIPA)

The Religious Land Use and Institutionalized Persons Act (RLUIPA), 42 U.S.C. §
2000cc et seq., is a civil rights law that protects individuals and religious institutions from
discriminatory and unduly burdensome land use regulations.1 After hearings in which
Congress found that religious assemblies and institutions were disproportionately affected,
and in fact often were actively discriminated against, in local land use decisions, Congress
passed RLUIPA unanimously in 2000. President Clinton signed RLUIPA into law on
September 22, 2000.

Congress found that zoning authorities were frequently placing excessive or
unreasonable burdens on the ability of congregations and individuals to exercise their
faith with little to no justification and in violation of the Constitution. Congress further
found that religious institutions often faced both subtle and overt discrimination in
zoning, particularly minority, newer, smaller, or unfamiliar religious groups and
denominations.”

Congress also found that, as a whole, religious institutions were treated worse than
comparable secular institutions by zoning codes and zoning authorities. As RLUIPA’s
Senate sponsors, Senator Hatch and the late Senator Kennedy, said in their joint statement
issued upon the bill’s passage: “Zoning codes frequently exclude churches in places where
they permit theaters, meetings halls, and other places where large groups of people assemble
for secular purposes. . . . Churches have been denied the right to meet in rented storefronts,
in abandoned schools, in converted funeral homes, theaters, and skating rinks—in all sorts
of buildings that were permitted when they generated traffic for secular purposes.”

Congress further found that zoning authorities frequently were placing excessive
burdens on the ability of congregations and individuals to exercise their faiths without
sufficient justification, in violation of the Constitution.

RLUIPA provides a number of important protections for the religious freedom of
persons, places of worship, religious schools, and other religious assemblies and institutions,
including:

e Protection against substantial burdens on religious exercise: Section 2(a) of
RLUIPA prohibits the implementation of any land use regulation that imposes a
“substantial burden” on the religious exercise of a person or institution except
where justified by a “compelling governmental interest” that the government
pursues in the least restrictive way possible.

e Protection against unequal treatment for religious assemblies and institutions:
Section 2(b)(1) of RLUIPA provides that religious assemblies and institutions must
be treated at least as well as nonreligious assemblies and institutions.

e Protection against religious or denominational discrimination: Section 2(b)(2) of
RLUIPA prohibits discrimination “against any assembly or institution on the basis
of religion or religious denomination.”

e Protection against total exclusion of religious assemblies: Section 2(b)(3)(A) of
RLUIPA provides that governments must not totally exclude religious assemblies
from a jurisdiction.

e Protection against unreasonable limitation of religious assemblies: Section
2(b)(3)(B) of RLUIPA provides that government must not unreasonably limit
“religious assemblies, institutions, or structures within a jurisdiction.”

RLUIPA’s protections can be enforced by the Department of Justice or by private
lawsuits. In the ten years since its passage, RLUIPA has been applied in a wide variety
of contexts and has been the subject of substantial litigation in the courts. It is a complex
statute, with five separate provisions that protect religious exercise in different but
sometimes overlapping ways. In order to assist persons and institutions in understanding
their rights under RLUIPA, and to assist municipalities and other government entities in
meeting the requirements imposed on them by RLUIPA, the Department of Justice has
created this summary and accompanying questions and answers.

Questions and Answers on the Land-Use Provisions of RLUIPA

1. Who is protected and what types of activities are covered by RLUIPA?

RLUIPA protects the religious exercise of “persons,” defined to include religious
assemblies and institutions in addition to individuals. RLUIPA has been used, for



example, to protect houses of worship, individuals holding prayer meetings in their
homes, religious schools, religious retreat centers, faith-based homeless shelters, soup
kitchens, group homes, and other social services.

2. What does “religious exercise” include?

RLUIPA provides in Section 8 that “religious exercise” includes any exercise of religion,
“whether or not compelled by, or central to, a system of religious belief.” Thus a county
or municipality cannot avoid the force of RLUIPA by asserting that a particular religious
activity is something that a religious group merely wants to do rather than something that
it must do. For example, a town could not claim that Wednesday prayer meetings are not
religious exercise because they are less central to a church’s beliefs or less compulsory
than Sunday worship services.

RLUIPA also specifies in Section 8 that “[t]he use, building, or conversion of real
property for the purpose of religious exercise shall be considered to be religious exercise .
...” This provision makes clear that construction or expansion of places of worship and
other properties used for religious exercise purposes is religious exercise under RLUIPA.

Religious exercise covers a wide range of activities, including operation of homeless
shelters, soup kitchens, and other social services; accessory uses such as fellowship halls,
parish halls and similar buildings or rooms used for meetings, religious education, and
similar functions; operation of a religious retreat center in a house; religious gatherings in
homes; and construction or expansion of schools, even where the facilities would be used
for both secular and religious educational activities.

3. Who is bound by RLUIPA’s requirements?

RLUIPA applies to states (including state departments and agencies) and their
subdivisions such as counties, municipalities, villages, towns, cities, city councils,
planning boards, zoning boards and zoning appeals boards. RLUIPA does not cover the
actions of private citizens unless acting under color of state law, such as government
employees. RLUIPA does not apply to the federal government, though another similar
law, the Religious Freedom Restoration Act, 42 U.S.C. § 2000bb, does.

4. Does RLUIPA exempt religious assemblies and institutions from local zoning
laws?

No. RLUIPA is not a blanket exemption from zoning laws. As a general matter,
religious institutions must apply for the same permits, follow the same requirements, and
go through the same land-use processes as other land users. RLUIPA does not pre-empt
or replace the normal zoning code. Rather, it imposes a number of safeguards and



requirements on local governments regarding zoning that impact religious uses by
requiring that:

e the zoning law or its application not substantially burden religious exercise
without compelling justification pursued through the least restrictive means,

e the zoning law not treat religious uses less favorably than nonreligious assemblies
and institutions,

e the law not discriminate based on religion or religious denomination, and

e the jurisdiction not totally or unreasonably restrict religious uses.

When there is a conflict between RLUIPA and the zoning code or how it is applied,
RLUIPA, as a federal civil rights law, takes precedence and the zoning law must give
way.

So long as a municipality applies its codes uniformly and does not impose an unjustified
substantial burden on religious exercise, it may apply traditional zoning concerns — such
as regulations addressing traffic, hours of use, parking, maximum capacity, intensity of

use, setbacks, frontage — to religious uses just as they are applied to any other land uses.

5. Are there occasions when a religious assembly or institution does not have to
apply for zoning approval, and appeal any denial, before it has recourse to
RLUIPA?

As a practical matter, applying for a zoning permit, special use permit, conditional use
permit, special exception, variance, rezoning, or other zoning procedure, and appealing
within that system in case of denials, is often the fastest and most efficient way to obtain
ultimate approval. Religious institutions and local governments are encouraged to
attempt to resolve disputes through established zoning processes.

In some circumstances courts have held that religious institutions need not make an
application or appeal before filing a RLUIPA lawsuit. These include settings where
further application or appeal would be futile under the circumstances, or there would be
excessive delay, uncertainty or expense, or if the application requirements are
discriminatory on their face.

6. RLUIPA applies to any “land use regulation.” What does that mean?

RLUIPA defines land use regulation as a “zoning or landmarking law . . . that limits or
restricts a claimant’s use or development of land.” Zoning law encompasses laws,
ordinances or codes that determine what type of building or land use can be located in
what areas and under what conditions. Landmark preservation laws are restrictions that
municipalities place on specific buildings or sites to preserve those that are deemed
significant for historical, architectural, or cultural reasons. RLUIPA’s definition of land
use regulation, however, does not extend to every type of law involving land, such as fire



codes, ordinances requiring use of municipal sewer connections, laws regarding property
taxes, most landlord-tenant laws, laws governing trespass, and others.

7. Does RLUIPA apply to local governments using eminent domain to take property
owned by religious institutions?

“Eminent domain” refers to government taking of private property for public use with
just compensation. As a general matter, it is not a zoning or landmarking law, and thus
RLUIPA will not apply. However, where municipalities have tried to use eminent
domain to short-circuit the zoning process for places of worship that have applied for
zoning approval, courts have found that such actions may be covered by RLUIPA.

8. Can places of worship still be landmarked?

Yes, places of worship can be landmarked. However, like any other land-use regulation,
landmarking designations that impose a substantial burden on religious exercise must be
justified by compelling government interests and pursued in the least restrictive means.
Also, landmarking regulations must not be applied discriminatorily.

9. What kinds of burdens on religious exercise are “substantial burdens” under
RLUIPA?

The substantial burden inquiry is fact-intensive, and looks at the degree to which a zoning or
landmarking restriction is likely to impair the ability of a person or group to engage in the
religious exercise in question. Whether a particular restriction or set of restrictions will be a
substantial burden on a complainant’s religious exercise will vary based on context, such as
the size and resources of the burdened party, the actual religious needs of an individual or
religious congregation, the level of current or imminent space constraints, whether
alternative properties are reasonably available, the history of a complainant’s efforts to locate
within a community, the absence of good faith by the zoning authorities, and many other
factors.

Generally, when a municipality takes one of the following types of actions, it may constitute
a substantial burden on religious exercise under RLUIPA:

e effectively barring the use of a particular property for religious activity;

e imposing a significantly great restriction on religious use of a property; or

e creating significant delay, uncertainty, or expense in constructing or expanding a
place of worship, religious school, or other religious facility.

Courts have, for example, found substantial burdens on religious exercise in a denial of a
church construction permit due to onerous off-street parking requirements imposed by a city,
a permit condition requiring a religious retreat center to operate as a bed-and-breakfast, a
denial of construction of a parish center, a denial of expansion plans for a religious school,
and a denial of the ability to convert a building’s storage space to religious use.



Conversely, courts have found no substantial burden violation when a church was denied the
amount of off-street parking it would have preferred when there were reasonable parking
alternatives available, when a religious high school was denied the ability to operate a
commercial fitness center and dance studio out of a portion of its building, and when a
church was barred from demolishing an adjacent landmarked building it had purchased in
order to construct a family life center, as there was other space on the church’s campus that
would be suitable.

10. RLUIPA contains a complicated description about when the “substantial
burden” section will apply. Just when does the “substantial burden” test apply in a
particular case?

RLUIPA applies the substantial burden test to zoning or landmarking laws that have
procedures in place under which the government makes “individualized assessments of
the proposed uses for the property involved.” By their nature, zoning or landmarking
decisions typically involve such “individualized assessments.” Individualized
assessments are present when the government looks at and considers the particular details
of a proposed land use in deciding whether to permit or deny the use. It thus will cover
most applications for variances, special use permits, special exceptions, rezoning
requests, conditional use permits, zoning appeals, and similar applications for relief, since
these all ordinarily involve the government reviewing the facts and making discretionary
determinations whether to grant or reject an application. A denial of a building or
occupancy permit based solely on a mechanical, objective basis with no discretion on the
part of the decision maker would not be an individualized assessment and thus would not
require the application of the substantial burden test. Practically, however, such purely
“ministerial” situations are extremely rare in zoning disputes.

Even if a zoning or landmarking case did not involve an individualized assessment, the
substantial burden test still applies if the use at issue impacts interstate commerce, such
as construction or expansion projects, or if there is federal funding involved.

11. What are examples of compelling interests that will permit local governments to
impose substantial burdens on religious exercise?

A government cannot impose a substantial burden on religious exercise unless it has a
compelling governmental interest for doing so that is pursued through means that are the
least restrictive of religious freedom possible. “Compelling interest” is a legal term
meaning interests “of the highest order.” Government interests that are merely
reasonably or even significantly important are insufficient. Courts have ruled that
municipal interests in revenue generation, economic development or eliminating
congestion, are not compelling. The burden of proving that an interest is compelling lies
squarely on the local government.

Examples of interests that may be compelling are those related to preserving public
health and safety. For example, safety concerns relating to traffic can be compelling.



However, a county or municipality cannot simply point to an interest in traffic safety in
the abstract as a compelling interest justifying a substantial burden on religious exercise.
Rather, the government must show that it has a compelling interest in achieving that
interest through the particular restriction at issue, such as safety interests in regulating
traffic flow on the particular street at issue.

Even where an interest is compelling, it must be pursued through the least restrictive
means. If there is another way that the government could achieve the same compelling
interest that would impose a lesser burden on religious exercise, it must choose that way
rather than the more burdensome way.

12. What does RLUIPA require of government with regard to the treatment of
religious assemblies and institutions as well as nonreligious assemblies and
institutions?

Section 2(b)(1) of RLUIPA contains a provision, known as the “equal terms provision.”
It provides that “[n]o government shall impose or implement a land use regulation in a
manner that treats a religious assembly or institution on less than equal terms with a
nonreligious assembly or institution.” This section extends to ordinances that on their
face treat religious assemblies or institutions on less than equal terms, as well as
ordinances that, although facially neutral, are applied in a manner that treat religious
assemblies or institutions on less than equal terms than nonreligious assemblies or
institutions.

Congress enacted this provision to address the problem of zoning codes, either facially or
in application, excluding places of worship where secular assemblies are permitted. The
legislative history points to the problem of houses of worship being excluded where
theaters, meeting halls, private clubs, and other secular assembly places are permitted.

Determining if a religious assembly is treated on “less than equal terms” than a secular
assembly or institution requires a comparison of how the two types of entities are treated
in a zoning code. Courts have differed regarding how such a comparison is made, and
thus the precise legal test for determining when this section is violated will vary
depending on the judicial circuit in which the case arises.

Courts have found the equal terms section violated in situations where places of worship
were forbidden but private clubs were permitted, where religious assemblies were
forbidden but auditoriums, assembly halls, community centers, senior citizen centers,
civic clubs, day care centers, and other assemblies were permitted, and where places of
worship were forbidden but community centers, fraternal associations, and political clubs
were permitted.

Regardless of the legal test employed in a particular jurisdiction, however, local
governments can avoid violating this section of RLUIPA by ensuring that their
regulations focus on external factors such as size, impact on traffic and parking, intensity



of use, hours of operation, noise, and similar objective criteria in regulating land uses,
rather than focusing on the content of the speech and assembly activities being regulated.

13. What constitutes discrimination based on religion or religious denomination
under RLUIPA?

Section 2(b)(2) of RLUIPA bars implementation of a land use regulation that
discriminates on the basis of religion or religious denomination. This bar applies to
application of land use regulations that facially discriminate, as well as applications of
land use regulation that are facially neutral but which in fact discriminate based on
religion or religious denomination. Thus if a zoning permit is denied because town
officials do not like members of a particular religious group, or if for any other reason an
applicant is denied a zoning permit that would have been given to it had it been part of a
different religion or religious denomination, Section 2(b)(2) has been violated. Because
this section applies to discrimination based on either religion or religious denomination,
it can apply to situations where a city may not be discriminating against all members of a
religion, but merely a particular sub-group or sect.

14. What does it mean for a local government to totally exclude religious uses from
a jurisdiction?

Section 2(b)(3)(A) prohibits local governments from “totally exclud[ing] religious
assemblies from a jurisdiction.” If a city, town or county had no location where religious
uses are permitted, that would be a facial violation of Section 2(b)(3).

15. What does it mean for a local government to impose unreasonable limitations
on a religious assembly, institution, or structure?

Section 2(b)(3)(B) prohibits land use regulations that “unreasonably limit[ |” religious
assemblies, institutions, or structures within a jurisdiction. This provision is violated if a
municipality’s land use laws, or their application, deprive religious institutions and
assemblies of reasonable opportunities to use and construct structures within that
jurisdiction. A determination of reasonableness depends on a review of all of the facts in
a particular jurisdiction, including the availability of land and the economics of religious
organizations. Courts have found unreasonable limitations where regulations effectively
left few sites for construction of houses of worship, such as through excessive frontage
and spacing requirements, or have imposed steep and questionable expenses on
applicants.

16. When must someone file suit under RLUIPA?

RLUIPA lawsuits brought by private plaintiffs must be filed in state or federal court
within four years of the alleged RLUIPA violation.



17. What can a local government do to avoid liability under RLUIPA?

RLUIPA contains a “safe harbor” provision that protects a local government from
application of RLUIPA’s enforcement provisions if it takes steps to ameliorate the
violation. Section 4(e) provides that a local government can avoid the force of
RLUIPA’s provisions by:
e changing the policy or practice that results in a substantial burden on religious
exercise;
e retaining the policy or practice and exempting the substantially burdened religious
exercise;
e providing exemptions from the policy or practice for applications that
substantially burden religious exercise; or
e any other means that eliminates the substantial burden.

18. What is the Department of Justice’s role in enforcing RLUIPA?

The Department of Justice is authorized to file a lawsuit under RLUIPA for declaratory
or injunctive relief, but not for damages. For example, the Department may bring suit
seeking an order from a court requiring a municipality that has violated RLUIPA to
amend its discriminatory zoning codes or grant specific zoning permits to a place of
worship, religious school, or other religious use. However, the Department may not seek
monetary awards on behalf of persons or institutions that have been injured. Those who
have suffered monetary damages from RLUIPA violations must file individual suits.

The Housing and Civil Enforcement Section of the Civil Rights Division has the
delegated authority within the Department to investigate and bring RLUIPA lawsuits,
both on its own and in conjunction with United States Attorney’s offices around the
country. Ifyou believe you have a potential RLUIPA violation case, you should bring it
to the attention of the Department of Justice as soon as possible to allow adequate time
for review.

The Department receives many complaints from individuals and groups whose rights
under RLUIPA may have been violated. While it cannot bring suit in all cases, the
Department may take a number of actions in addition to filing suit to resolve RLUIPA
matters. The Department may involve the Community Relations Service (CRS) to
address community unrest or discord. It may contact the municipality to educate it
regarding its obligations under RLUIPA. It may file an amicus brief to weigh in on an
important point of law. In deciding whether to file suit, the Department considers a
number of factors including whether a case involves important or recurring issues,
particularly serious violations of law, or if it is a case that will set precedent for future
cases. Many of the Department’s cases have been resolved by negotiating consent
decrees that lay out a municipality’s specific obligations to comply with the law.
Aggrieved individuals and institutions are encouraged to seek private counsel to protect
their rights, in addition to contacting the Department of Justice.

Background
In 2009, the property at 1501 Stagecoach Trail was subdivided into two lots. The subdivision materials showed

a house location in the southern (lower) portion of the northern lot and a driveway accessing the property from
Stagecoach Trail. The house location and driveway access location were based on the large area of steep slopes
on the northern portion of the lot, as indicated by the survey on which the subdivision was based. The approval
resolution included a condition that the driveway come from Stagecoach Trail. The lot was purchased by
Randall Morgan, who submitted a driveway permit application reflecting a driveway off Sandhill Road. The
driveway permit was erroneously approved, but was revoked based on the conditions of the subdivision
approval. In the interim, Mr. Morgan completed substantial grading for a driveway from Sandhill Road. A
stop work order was placed on the driveway. Mr. Morgan has since brought a legal action against the City
regarding the driveway permit.

Mr. Lehmann, legal representative of Mr. Morgan, has requested an opportunity to address the Council
regarding the following three items. A letter from Mr. Lehmann regarding this request is attached.

1. A process for a new subdivision approval that would include a driveway off Sandhill Road
2. Discussion of the three surveys of the property to show the planned homesite does not approach slopes

greater than 18% and would meet all City zoning codes
3. Asking the Council to direct staff to approve necessary administrative permits for a driveway and for a

house on the property

Re: Ordinance Amendment Regarding Firearms Regulations — Ordinance 04-2016

The City’s current ordinance regarding the possession of firearms was preempted by state statute 471.633 and
by the Minnesota Personal Protection Act. State statute 471.633 preempts the authority of cities to regulate
firearms, with the exception of the discharge of firearms and the adoption of regulations identical to state law.
(Please see state statute 471.633 below.) The Minnesota Personal Protection Act, which was passed in 2003,
allows a person to carry a handgun with a permit. State statute 624.714 provides regulations regarding carrying
a firearm.

Chapter 28 (HF 823/SF 842*) modifies Minnesota Statutes relating to carrying firearms. The act, also known as
“Conceal and Carry,” represents major changes to Minnesota’s gun laws. The new law limits local authority
over issuance of handgun carrying permits. The law gives private entities the right to prohibit guns on private
propetty, but preserves the longstanding law that prohibits local units of government from restricting permit
holders from bringing concealed weapons to local public places. Guns are allowed in city halls, recreation
centers, state and county fairgrounds, convention centers and public sports arenas. Effective May 28, 2003.

These two statutes severely limit a city’s ability to regulate the carrying of handguns. The only possible
exceptions appear to be the ability to adopt local regulations limiting the brandishing and discharge of
weapons within the city and the possible ability to regulate establishments where handguns may be
present. For instance, because the law makes it a crime to possess a pistol while under the influence of
alcohol, the city may be able to adopt an amendment to its liquor regulations, requiring all liquor license
holders to ban handguns.

471.633 FIREARMS.

The legislature preempts all authority of a home rule charter or statutory city including a city of the first
class, county, town, municipal corporation, or other governmental subdivision, or any of their
instrumentalities, to regulate firearms, ammunition, or their respective components to the complete
exclusion of any order, ordinance or regulation by them except that:

(a) a governmental subdivision may regulate the discharge of firearms; and
(b) a governmental subdivision may adopt regulations identical to state law.

Local regulation inconsistent with this section is void.

The City’s current ordinance regarding firearms (Sec. 14-1. Use and possession of firearms) restricts a person’s
possession of a firearm out of doors upon the land of another, including all land owned by the city. (Please see



the ordinance language below) This restriction is inconsistent with the state statute, and so has been preempted.
The City needs to revise its ordinance to be consistent with state statute.

Sec. 14-1. Use, possession of weapons. Within the city, it shall be unlawful for any person to have in his
possession out of doors upon the land of another, including all land owned by the City, any firearm, such
firearm to include rifle, shotgun, pistol, or device capable of propelling metal pellets by air, spring, Co2, or other
means, without having in his possession, written permission from the owner or tenant of such land to discharge

such firearm thereon.

Attached for the Council’s consideration is an ordinance amendment that revises the City’s firearms ordinance
to eliminate the regulation of the possession of firearms.

Mt. Hope Cemetery Agreement

This agreement is made and entered into between the City Of Afton (“Afton” or “City”) and the
Afton Historical Museum/Afton Historical Society (AHS), a Minnesota 501c3 non-profit
organization, whose address is 3165 St. Croix Trail, Afton, MN 55001, on XX, 2016.

WHEREAS, Afton desires to contract for the maintenance and restoration of the Mount Hope
Cemetery (MHC); and

WHEREAS, AHS desires to provide services to Afton related to the maintenance and restoration
of Mount Hope Cemetery in exchange for payment in the amount indicated below.

NOW, THEREFORE, AHS and Afton agree as follows:

I. Relationship of Parties: The parties to this Agreement are not joint venturers, partners,

agents nor representatives of each other, and have no legal relationship other than as
contracting parties. AHS shall not act or represent or hold itself out as having authority to
act as an agent or partner of Afton or in any way bind or commit Afton to any obligations,

without the prior written consent of Afton.
Il. AHS rights and responsibilities:

AHS shall plan, direct and implement all aspects of the maintenance and restoration of
Mount Hope Cemetery (MHC), including but not limited to the following:

Maintain historical burial records for MHC.

Not allow any burials at MHC beyond those already authorized by Afton.

Organize volunteers to maintain the MHC grounds.

Optionally seek grants and other funding for restoration of MHC.

Contact Afton and nearby residents anytime maintenance work, tours or any known
visitors will be on the MHC grounds.

The AHS will pay all expenses necessary to maintain the MHC

Afton agrees to pay AHS SXX for maintenance and restoration services for the MHC
AHS agrees to purchase a commercial general liability insurance, providing coverage on
an "occurrence," rather than a "claims made" basis, which policy shall include coverage
for bodily injury, property damage, personal injury, contractual liability (applying to this
contract), and independent Contractors. Museum shall maintain a combined policy limit
of at least $500,000 per occurrence and $1,000,000 aggregate, which limits may be
satisfied by Museum’s basic policy or by the basic policy in combination with umbrella
or excess policies so long as the coverage is at least as broad as required herein. Afton
shall be named as an additional insured under all such policies.

AHS shall be liable for the acts of its members, agents and volunteers, and shall
indemnify the City for the actions of these individuals

Adopt an ordinance that regulates the operation and maintenance of the MHC,
including not allowing any burials beyond those already authorized by Afton.

Name AHS as the official custodian of MHC.

Allow AHS to seek financing for upkeep and possible restoration of MHC.

Pay AHS an annual sum of $XX for the custodial duties.

Allow occasional tours of MHC.

The City of Afton agrees to pay AHS SXX on an annual basis for the services described
above. Any request by AHS for additional funds shall be made in sufficient time to
permit the City to consider the request in the ordinary course at regularly scheduled
council meetings and with sufficient time to terminate this agreement pursuant to its
terms if the City decides not to provide the funds.

The City of Afton will carry coverage insuring itself against liability for bodily injury,
property damage or personal injury caused by or arising out of its acts or omissions
while acting in furtherance of providing maintenance and renovation of the MHC and
providing access for the public to the MHC. The City agrees to indemnify the AHS for
the actions of the City and its employees.

. General Provisions:

Term of Agreement: This agreement shall be effective from the date first set forth

above through the date of termination.

Termination: This Agreement may be terminated (i) by either party upon breach by the
other party of any of the material provisions of this Agreement, which breach remains
uncured for twenty (20) days from the date of receipt of written notice from the
non- breaching party to the other party specifying such breach; (ii) immediately upon
written notice to AHS if AHS engages in unauthorized activities including, but not limited
to, unauthorized uses of City Property or City’s name or activities which jeopardize the
tax-exempt status of AHS and AHS does not cure within five (5) days upon receiving
notice (or without notice or cure period if incurable or the assets of AHS are at risk);
(iii) by the mutual written agreement of the parties; or (iv) by either party providing a
180 day written notice of termination.

Assignment. Neither party may assign this Agreement without the prior written
consent of the other party, which consent shall not be unreasonably withheld or
delayed. Any non-approved assignment or attempted assignment shall be null and void.
This Agreement is binding upon, and inures to benefit of, the successors and permitted

assigns of the parties.

Compliance with Laws. Each party may rely on the other party's compliance
with all applicable laws. Violation of applicable law by a party which allows
or permits said party to take any action under or pursuant to this

Agreement which such party would not otherwise have been able to do or

take, constitutes a breach of this Agreement.

Counterparts. This Agreement may be executed simultaneously in multiple
counterparts, each of which is deemed an original, but all of which taken together
constitute one and the same instrument. For purposes of execution and delivery, each
party may rely upon the faxed signature of the other party.

Governing Law. The rights and obligations of the parties under this contract are
governed by the laws of the State of Minnesota, including the Minnesota Uniform

Commercial Code. Minnesota's choice of laws principles do not apply.

Headings. The headings contained in this Agreement are for convenient reference only,
and shall not be considered substantive, nor affect the interpretation of this Agreement.
Interpretation. This Agreement must be fairly interpreted in accordance with its terms
and without any strict construction in favor of or against either party. Any ambiguity
shall not be interpreted against the drafting party. The words 'include,' 'includes' and
'including' shall be deemed to be followed by the phrase 'without limitation.' The word

'or' shall be deemed to mean 'and/or.'

Jurisdiction. APC irrevocably submits to the nonexclusive jurisdiction of any court of
the State of Minnesota or the United States of America sitting in either St. Paul or
Stillwater, Minnesota, in any action or proceeding arising out of or relating to this
Agreement. All claims in respect of such action or proceeding may be heard and
determined in any such court. APC irrevocably waives, to the fullest extent it may
effectively do so, the defense of an inconvenient forum to the maintenance of such
action or proceeding. Parties agree that a final judgment in any such action or
proceeding shall be conclusive and may be enforced in other jurisdictions by suit on the
judgment or in any other manner provided by law.

10) Modification and Waiver. No modification of this Agreement and no waiver of any

breach of this Agreement will be effective unless in writing and signed by an authorized
representative of the Party against whom enforcement is sought. No waiver of any
breach of this Agreement and no course of dealing between the Parties will be
construed as a waiver of any subsequent breach of this Agreement.

11) Notices. Any notice permitted or required by this Agreement must be in

writing and shall be deemed given when sent by registered or certified
